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1. Agenda

The meeting was opened on Tuesday 2nd February 10:00 CET. 

The meeting was chaired by Olivier Genoud. The agenda, documents allocation and schedule in R5w210000 were approved. 

IPR and antitrust reminder: 

The attention of the delegates to the meeting of this Technical Specification Group was drawn to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of.

The delegates were asked to take note that they were thereby invited:

· to investigate whether their organization or any other organization owns IPRs which were, or were likely to become Essential in respect of the work of 3GPP.

· to notify their respective Organizational Partners of all potential IPRs, e.g., for ETSI, by means of the IPR Information Statement and the Licensing declaration forms

The attention of the delegates to the meeting was also drawn to the fact that 3GPP activities were subject to all applicable antitrust and competition laws and that compliance with said laws was therefore required by any participant of the meeting, including the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen and were invited to seek any clarification needed with their legal counsel. The leadership would conduct the present meeting with impartiality and in the interests of 3GPP. Delegates were reminded that timely submission of work items in advance of TSG/WG meetings was important to allow for full and fair consideration of such matters.
10. 5G

R5w210002 – RRC Connection Re-establishment procedure update, presented by Virginie
The follow-on flag was implemented in the wk50 delivery, but this was not included.  This will therefore be updated in 38.523-3 in RAN5#90e and implemented in the wk12 delivery.
All uses of the follow-on flag shall be documented in 38.523-3.

R5w210003 – On-demand SI, presented by Virginie
R&S asked if it would not be better for TTCN to decide when to start the SI window, using an activation time?  There have been deviations between different SS platforms in previous technologies.  TF160 replied that the SS is provided with ALL SI, but the SI window only applies to one SI.  The SS would therefore still have to calculate which SI the window applies.
This will be presented at RAN5#90e, together with CRs to several test cases.

R5w210004 – NR SPS support, presented by Rasheed
This considers only to the Rel-15 test cases.  
Anritsu asked: for bullet 4, if padding data should be sent if the TTCN doesn’t provide any data.  TF160 replied that in this case the SS is required NOT to send anything, in order to be used for negative testing.
Also for bullet 4, the note will be updated to specify that the timing info will be corresponding to the PDDCH in the case of k=0

Finally, the NR_spsActDeact_Type will be renamed to reflect the UL configured grant.

This will be included in 38.523-3 in RAN5#90e and included in the wk12 delivery.

Action 52.1: TF160: To share the updated ASPs for NR SPS support.  By 5th February.
R5w210006 – NR processing delay test case support, presented by Virginie
We are still discussing with the prose author (Huawei/ Hisilicon) whether tolerances should be included in the test model, or in the test case itself.  Either way, the prose of 8.1.5.8.1 will need to be updated (no other test cases yet exist).
All activation times will be calculated in the TTCN and provided to the SS.

This will be included in 38.523-3 in RAN5#90e.

R5w210007 – NR-DC intra-cell PSCell change procedure, presented by Virginie
These procedures are similar to those already defined for EN-DC, but with an NR cell.
This will be included in 38.523-3 in RAN5#90e but has already been implemented in the wk50 delivery.

R5w210008 – Updated guidelines on 5GS test execution, presented by Virginie
This will be included in 38.523-3 in RAN5#90e.

R5w210011 – NR system information modification, presented by Keysight
In NR, no HSFN is broadcast anywhere in the cell, unlike LTE, where it was introduced in Rel-13.

HSFN was only added from Rel-13 in LTE core specifications, and 36.508 default modification period is also 512 frames. So TF160 wonders why it is an issue for NR when it was not reported to be an issue for pre-Rel-13 LTE. Keysight is not sure and needs to check further internally.

Action 52.2: Keysight: To share a concrete example (with timing details) of the ModifySysInfo issue.  By 12th February.

Action 52.3: TF160: To confirm the original intention of the HSFN field for NR in the Timing ASP.  By 12th February.
R5w210012 – Discussion on Inclusion of SK-Counter IE in RRCConnectionReconfiguration, presented by Anritsu

Both Anritsu and TF160 prefer option 1. 

A CR to correct 36.508 will be raised at RAN5#90e by Anritsu.
9. MCX

R5w210010 – New SDP type definitions, presented by Wolfgang
None of these fields are used in legacy LTE test cases, they are only used in MCX.
These will be implemented in wk12.
11. Other
R5w210009 –RAN5 PRD12 updates, presented by Olivier
No comments were received.
R5w210001 – TTCN Deliveries and Miscellaneous, presented by Olivier
The date of the December delivery is still TBD, dependent on whether RAN5#93 is an e-meeting.
