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1. Overall Description:

RAN6 has discussed return from UTRAN to NG-RAN after SRVCC from 5GS to UTRAN. 
In the current specifications there is, apart from PSHO, idle mode cell reselection to LTE and release with redirect to LTE including indication of cell priorities. At release with redirect to LTE the LTE target frequencies are mandatory included. If no update to the RNC is made and the current LTE procedures are reused, the RNC is not aware of that a UE comes from 5G and no other behaviour than existing behaviour for redirection to LTE is possible, i.e. at release with redirect the UE will be redirected to LTE with LTE target frequencies included. 
Idle mode cell reselection is possible to LTE by presence of LTE frequencies in SIB19. NR cells need to be added in SIB19 in order to utilize cell reselection to NR. If NR cells are not added in SIB19, the UE has no information about when there is NR coverage or not which may increase battery consumption with a UE implementation based solution. 
If network signalling would be introduced to indicate to the RNC that the UE comes from 5G, different behaviour for 5G UEs could be applied. However, RRC specification updates would be needed to avoid violation of current specifications, even if a pure UE implementation based solution would be chosen.
If the RNC is not aware of that the UE comes from NR, it would make network maintenance more difficult and give incorrect statistics. 
Both 3G and 5G RAN are 3GPP based RANs and a 3GPP based interworking mechanism between them seems natural. Specification and RNC updates would be needed even with a non-3GPP based solution in order not to violate current specifications.
