-	to notify their respective Organizational Partners of all potential IPRs, e.g., for ETSI, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms (http://webapp.etsi.org/Ipr/).

3GPP TSG SA WG2 would like to thank 3GPP TSG RAN WG6 for their Liaison Statements on return from UTRAN to NG-RAN for SRVCC from 5GS to UTRAN.
SA2 would like to inform RAN6 it completed the study FS_5G-SRVCC in 3GPP TR 23.756 that was later approved at SA#81 plenary. In particular, the study concluded that "for key issue #3, […] solution #9 is selected and no normative work is needed." Key issue #3 pertains to Return from UTRAN to E-UTRA or NR and Solution #9 leaves this aspect to UE implementation. A feature WI was also approved at SA#81 in SP-180897 that intends to specify the normative Stage 2 requirements according to the conclusions of the above TR.
As a consequence of the above, no further work is required in RAN6 on this matter other than possibly documenting the above decision in its specifications.

-	Chairman: Update of rapporteur details for some TS is needed as contact details are outdated.
-	Secretary: When updating contact details, specification rapporteurs should send an email to ETSI MCC and inform on required updates for particular TS and TRs.
-	Chairman: This is probably not known by rapporteurs. A warning message when updating contact details should be given, so rapporteurs will follow this procedure. Also, the working procedures do not explicitly contain the role and duties of a specification rapporteur. The contact details of rapporteurs should be up to date for inquiries, etc.
