· Chairman: It is understood that RAN2 has the leading role. But some work in RAN6 is likely to happen. Should this not be reflected in the WID? Would HiSilicon be in favour of a rewording of the LS?

· HiSilicon: We are not sure that inter-RAT signalling flow is needed, it can be done with a UE implementation-based solution. The UE can store frequencies of the non-serving RAT and can use this information for cell selection. So, there will be no impact to RAN6.

· Sierra Wireless: We think that RAN2 has the leading role here. Assume RAN2 identifies a method A for inter-RAT cell selection, whilst RAN6 identifies a method B, then the solutions would not be harmonized across RATs. This case should be avoided. 

· HiSilicon: We cannot agree to send this LS, we have real concerns. The wording that signalling is needed is too tough. The addition of RAN6 to the WID is not justified. RAN2 should do the work first and then notify RAN6. RAN6 should acknowledge RAN2’s leading role on mobility enhancement. 
· Chairman: It is strange, this principal concern was not raised during the commenting period, why is it raised now? Such concern should be raised in the commenting period, hence allowing for discussion and revision of the Tdoc. 

· Huawei: not aware of this requirement. This is the first RAN6 electronic agreement meeting. 

· Chairman: Ok, we can make an exception this time. It is proposed to revise the LS and have further offline discussion. Since it is too short period to draft a revised LS during this telco, email discussion over RAN6 reflector is needed with Email approval.
