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1. Introduction 
We need to take more progressive approach to evolve the existing interworking mechanism by providing another interworking mechanism through RAN domain as well as CN domain.

There are two main points for it: low latency and cost reduction.
· Higher frequency band and more dense traffic, more short service coverage; It means that, in case of hot-spot cell deployment, it is much burden to operator to install in nation-wide deployment ; in this case, possibly reduction of operator’s capital cost through inter-RAT handover, also 

· it is possible to reduce low charging from user’s point of view thru “optimal cell selection” in multi-radio environments. 
· if current interworking does not includes handover feature, especially seamless handover in multi-RAT environments.
· It supposes it will be almost impossible to achieve the low signalling or traffic latency during inter-RAT handover case.
2. Proposal
We propose that more progressive approach for interworking through RAN domain as well as CN domain for the cost reduction and low latency as well as service continuity.
