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LIAISON STATEMENT TO SDOs AND TASK GROUP 1/5

During its last meeting (25 October – 5 November) Task Group 8/1 started work on a preliminary draft new Recommendation (PDNR) on “Generic Unwanted Emission Characteristics associated with Terrestrial Radio Interfaces of IMT-2000” (IMT.UNWANT). Its objective is to protect other radio systems and services from interference and to enable coexistence between different technologies, and to facilitate the deployment of equipment for worldwide use.

At this stage, this PDNR includes the information which was previously intended to be included in Section 7 of IMT.RSPC and which has been submitted by external organizations in answer to a previous liaison statement from TG 8/1 on unwanted emissions. For information, TG 8/1 decided to keep unwanted emission material in Section 5 of IMT.RSPC while explaining in Section 7 that further work will be carried out in ITU-R to examine the possibility of defining common global unwanted emission limits. 

The inclusion of base station unwanted emission limits in the Recommendation ITU-R [IMT.UNWANT] was discussed in TG 8/1, without firm decision yet on whether to include base station unwanted emission in the recommendation in order to recommend to all Administrations to use the same set of limits which would facilitate the deployment of base stations for worldwide use.

Further inputs from external organizations and Administrations will enable to progress in the specification of the unwanted emission limits for each radio interface which will be based respectively on their own specifications and on the national/regional requirements for unwanted emissions. This will ease the task of deploying equipment for worldwide use.

There is a need for additional information on items such as:

–
the base station unwanted emission limits;

–
the specification of the unwanted emission mask to other frequency band or other channel bandwidth than those for which the limits were apparently applicable.

In completing this Recommendation, there will also be a need to address discrepancies between national/regional rules. It has been noted that limits in the SDO´s specifications, generally derived from specific national/regional rules, do not in all cases comply with the other.

In particular, attention should be paid to the “editor note” throughout the document which generally highlight the missing information.

ITU-R SG 8 requests external organisations and TG 1/5 to review this draft and submit further information to enable it to be completed.
