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Abstract of document:

The TR 25.815 Signalling enhancements for Circuit-Switched (CS) and Packet-Switched (PS) Connections; Analyses and Recommendations has been created to capture requirement, analyses of and different techniques to improve CS and PS call setup and reconfiguration procedures in UTRA. 

In addition to standard TR sections, the TR is divided to following main subclauses: 5. Requirements, 6 Analyses of Current Procedures, 7 Overview of Proposed Improvements, 8 Conclusions and 9 Recommendations. 
The subclause 7 where proposed improvements are presented, all proposals that are not explicitly marked as agreed or rejected are considered as being in study phase, without final conclusion of TSG-RAN WG2.

Changes since last presentation to TSG WG2 Meeting #49:

The TR25.815 version 0.3.1 was submitted to RAN WG2 #49 where TR was noted without presentation. Since then following updates have been done: 

1) Subclause 7.4 is created to capture proposed enhancements to System Information Broadcast
2) Subclause 7.5 is created to capture proposed enhancements to avoid Activation Time in RB reconfiguration procedure during CS or PS call setup phase

3) Subclause 7.6 is created to capture proposed enhancements on RACH access procedure.

All additions agreed to be included into above subclauses has been reviewed in RAN WG2 reflector after RAN2#49 and endorsed by RAN WG2.  

Outstanding Issues:

Final conclusion on proposed enhancements on Rel99 scenarios, as sufficient number of proposals has been reviewed. Conclusion to be found in RAN WG2 #51 and after that the prioritisation of Rel99 scenarios can be considered as concluded.

Section for requirements is empty and therefore RAN WG2 is lacking guidance for progressing in Rel7 work. Requirements Rel7 work are expect to be agreed in RAN WG2 #51. 

After that smooth progress on technical solutions on Rel7 time frame is expected.
