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At the last meeting of ITU-R WP8F (#19, Biarritz, 3 – 10 May 2006) the 3GPP input on PDNR M.[IP CHAR] on IP applications over mobile systems was welcome. No further LS to EOs on M.[IP CHAR] was sent out this time. Additional actions on this topic from 3GPP side are foreseen after the next meeting of  ITU-R WP8F (#20, Denver, 23-30 Aug 2006 – deadline for contribution 16 Aug 2006).
A further LS on BWA was received from ITU-R WP8A (RP-060341 – previous material developed by TSG RAN on this topic and sent to WP8A can be found in RP-060199 approved at RAN#31). A proposed response has been developed by ITU-R Ad Hoc and it is available in RP-060392 (it is assumed that the requests contained in LS from ITU-R WP8A supersede what was announced in RP-060199, i.e., ITU-R Ad Hoc focused on the specific points raised by ITU-R WP8A#18 without adding any additional info on the complete system aspects as previously announced). In particular, ITU-R Ad Hoc has developed a review of the high level information provided on UTRA (both FDD and TDD) in Annex 2 of PDNR M.[BWA] (Attachment 1 of RP-060392), as well as a contribution on Annex 6 of PDNR M.[BWA] on the main UTRA technical parameters (Attachment 2 of RP-060392 - UTRA TDD LCR peak bit rate in UL yet to be included). No input has been developed on the Preliminary Draft New Report M.[LMS.CHAR-BWA] since the current approach (sharing characteristics for IMT-2000 are referenced in M.2039 and not duplicated in M.[LMS.CHAR-BWA]) is considered appropriate.
ITU-R Ad Hoc has also developed a proposed Initial Submission toward a ‘complete’ update of UTRA FDD and TDD in Rev. 7 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457 and it is available in RP-060393.
Following guidance from RAN#31 the proposed documents to be submitted to the next meetings of ITU-R were not circulated to WGs. In addition, since the relevant material is considered to be mainly within the mandate of TSG RAN, the proposed documents were not circulated to other TSGs.
Finally, Annex 1 to this Status Report tries to provide an updated picture of what 3GPP is supposed to do in the next months toward ITU-R, reflecting the current status of the activities.
