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1. BACKGROUND
Concerns about LTE performance were raised at RAN#32 [1]. In the meantime RAN1 has shown encouraging progress on this point, which has been reported to this meeting [2].
2. PROPOSAL
In order to ensure that the encouraging performance demonstrated in RAN1 [2] is carried forward and to meet the concerns raised by some operator CTOs, this topic should be highlighted during the work item phase.
It is specifically proposed that:

· “Performance verification” is added to the scope of the 3G Long Term Evolution – Physical Layer building block work item [3].

·  “Performance verification” is added as an item in the RAN1 workplan in [4] with an initial milestone in March 2007. In case the performance is below expectations and further enhancement work is required a second provisional performance verification milestone should also be included in June 2007. In case any significant changes are made after either of these milestone events and also to capture the final system performance then a final performance verification milestone at the completion of the WI should also be included. 
· An accurate and efficient performance verification process should be agreed. 

· The performance verification process should not cause any undue delay to the LTE completion timescales.
