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As announced on the IMT-Advanced web page (http://www.itu.int/ITU-R/go/rsg5-imt-advanced/) under the ‘related activities topic”, the ITU-R is holding an open workshop on IMT-Advanced on 7 October in Seoul, Korea immediately prior to the WP 5D meeting which is scheduled for 8-15 October.  For reference the agenda and information on this workshop is enclosed in Attachment 1.

3GPP should make a presentation to the IMT-Advanced Workshop  on its views of candidate technology solutions for IMT-Advanced under Session 2 of the agenda basing its input on the LTE-Advanced. 
We find that the workshop is timely for 3GPP because we note that 3GPP under its current workplan for LTE-Advanced will be providing to October ITU-R WP 5D meeting an “early proposal submission” based around LTE-Advanced.  As was noted in the LTE-Advanced Study Item and timeline discussions, this early proposal submission would provide to ITU-R the 3GPP views on:

· the relationship of the 3GPP work to IMT-Advanced
· the 3GPP roadmap & workplan on LTE-Advanced work 
· the initial 3GPP technology concept(s) under discussion/development for IMT-Advanced such as Pre “stage 1” information (i.e., overview…..)
Consequently, to minimize the work effort in 3GPP to support the IMT-Advanced workshop and to ensure a consistent message: 
1) it is proposed that 3GPP through the TSG RAN Chairman notify the IMT-Advanced workshop program organizers (Dr. Hakan Ohlsen of Ericsson is the coordinator for Session 2) that 3GPP would like to have the opportunity to present its views in Session 2.

2) it is proposed that the input from 3GPP to the workshop  should be based on the 3GPP early proposal submission from RAN #41 into the WP 5D October meeting. 
3) it is further proposed that TSG RAN#41 designate an appropriate representative to deliver the presentation in the workshop on behalf of 3GPP.
4) it is proposed to simplify the efforts in Kobe on the workshop submission development by simply designating that the ITU-R Ad Hoc be tasked (subsequent to the RAN #41) to prepare the workshop presentation adhering to the 3GPP early proposal submission that results from the work in RAN#41. The workshop presentation will then be circulated by correspondence to RAN and PCG/OP in parallel by September, 22nd.  
This approach provides a one week window for development of the presentation (probably of 15-20 minutes duration) based on agreed materials of the early proposal submisson.  Through this mechanism 3GPP would be able to also adhere to any advanced submission deadline that might be requested by the workshop organizers.  

The workshop presentation would also be provided to 3GPP for the record as a document enclosed with the final report of the 3GPP RAN #41 meeting.
