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We appreciate TR-45 question for clarification that:
TR-45.AHIMT notes an estimate for improvements in control plane latency for the FDD case in Release 10, but no material for the TDD case. Can 3GPP proponents provide an estimate of the improvements for the TDD case?

3GPP TSG-RAN would like to answer to question from TR-45 AHIMT as follows:
Thanks to largely common protocol layers, the difference in L1 frame structure between FDD and TDD only translates in a few ms increase in delay for TDD compared to FDD (as can be seen from the performance analysis for Rel-8 available in Annex B on TR 36.912). Therefore, with a few ms accuracy the LTE-A latency analysis of 36.912 is applicable to both FDD and TDD and as a result, both FDD and TDD meet the ITU-R requirements on C-plane latency.

3GPP TSG-RAN kindly asks TR-45 AHIMT to take the above answer into account for your evaluation work and if any concerns are found, please indicate them to 3GPP TSG-RAN.
