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1. Introduction

This contribution provides, for discussion, three draft WIDs proposed for submission to RAN plenary #48 in Seoul, June 2010. These work items propose that RAN WG4 develop the necessary TR and required CRs to the appropriate technical 3GPP specifications to add a new band that augments, but does not replace UTRA or E-UTRA band 2. The three WIDs are related, comprising a separate feature, performance and core part WID in order to follow the newly adopted approach for proposing new frequency band work items in RAN plenary. 

This contribution also provides some background information on the proposed band and provides justification as to why support for this band should be provided in the 3GPP specifications.

2. Overview 
In 1994 the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) allocated 120 MHz of spectrum in the 1900 MHz band for broadband use (1850-1910 MHz & 1930-1990 MHz).  3GPP subsequently added the US PCS band to E-UTRAN as band 2. As part of an effort to eliminate interference within the 800 MHz public safety operations, the FCC re-banded parts of the 800 MHz spectrum and relocated some of the commercial operations from 800 MHz band to new broadband spectrum operating at 1910-1915 MHz and 1990-1995 MHz (G-Block). 

This WI proposes to create a new band that expands, but does not replace, the existing definitions for band 2 to include the G- Block (1850-1915 MHz and 1930-1995 MHz) (see figure 1)  This band is intended to address markets where these frequencies are currently available, or where regulations may allow it in the future. This Work Item shall not be construed as justification for relaxation of any parameters for the existing Band 2.

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Summary
