1. Overall Description:
3GPP TSG-RAN would like to thank ITU-R WP5A for the LS on “COMPATIBILITY OF BROADBAND WIRELESS ACCESS SYSTEMS AND FIXED-SATELLITE SERVICE NETWORKS IN THE 3 400-4 200 MHz BAND” [1].

3GPP TSG-RAN notes that the IMT radio interface standards developed by 3GPP, e.g. UTRA and its evolutions, belong to BWA systems, as contained in Sections 1 and 3 of Annex 2 of Rec. ITU-R M.1801, and would like to inform that the group (specifically RAN WG4) has been working on specifications of UMTS and LTE in the 3.5 GHz band.
Since the study is still undergoing, 3GPP TSG RAN would like to keep close contact to ITU-R WP 5A and to possibly offer proper findings in its studies once available.
