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1. Overall Description:

During RP#49, TSG RAN discussed [1] against the backdrop of the liaison from RAN5 [2] regarding the GCF request [3] handled in RAN5#48.GCF inquired whether RAN5 could develop test procedures for end-to-end data throughput measurements and whether such work is already within RAN5’s scope or whether this would require a modification of RAN5’s Terms of Reference. In addition RAN also noted a company contribution [4], which proposed a new Work Item intended as an example of such performance testing requirements such as outlined in [3].
Whilst discussing these proposals, along with another company contribution [5] (in the context of proposing new ToR), RAN concluded that further information was required from the interested companies identifying the scope and objective of work as a minimum to enable RAN5 to carry out the actions below. Therefore in order to progress the issue quickly, RAN requests RAN5 to undertake the actions listed below. 
RAN5 should note that its existing ToR should not prevent it from completing this task. Thereafter RAN will use the outcomes to determine: 

· Whether RAN can approve the scope of work and specific work item proposals 

· Whether the RAN5 ToR or those of RAN or any other affected RAN WG need to be updated to support this work

2. Actions:

To RAN WG5 group.

ACTION: 
TSG RAN asks RAN WG5 to carry out the tasks listed below and to provide the outcomes at RAN Plenary#50
1. To conduct an analysis of the possible future requirements ideally based on a prior coordinated input from interested parties, in order to define a common understanding of the objectives and likely scope of work. 
2. To identify those test case areas that may be re-used or adapted to support the likely scope of work as well as identify the gaps in the current test specifications. Note, adaptation of existing procedures may result in the recording of actual performance results rather than having pass/fail criteria.
3. To analyse specific work item proposals in order to identify resource requirements (whether inside or outside RAN5) and to assess the feasibility of completion.
