The measResultNeighCells in rlf-Report is currently described as being set in order of decreasing triggerQuantity. This is not applicable for Inter-RAT measurements.
Second Change:

The condition for including measResultListEUTRA in rlf-Report is currently described as being “if the UE was configured to perform measurements for one or more neighbouring frequencies”. However, measResultListEUTRA should be also included when the UE had only been configured to perform intra-frequency measurements. For example, in single frequency deployments, the UE would not have been configured to measure any neighbouring frequencies. Furthermore, it could be interpreted that the measResultListEUTRA would only contain the inter-frequency measurements when the conditions are fulfilled to include it.

The UE may not include inter-RAT measurements in measResultNeighCells since no triggerQuantity is defined for inter-RAT measurements.
Second Change:
Either measurements of intra-frequency neighbour cells will not be included unless the UE was also configured to perform inter-frequency measurements at the time of RLF or at worst measurements of intra-frequency neighbour cells will never be included. This means E-UTRAN would be unable to distinguish between a coverage hole or inappropriate HO parameters in, for example, areas of single frequency deployment.
