Technical status related evaluation
2.1
Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
RAN WG4 has made very good progress and completed most of the core requirements for MSR-NC, with two open issues remaining. The first is Base Station output power, where it is not agreed whether the power accuracy requirement is related to the declaration of BS power. The second open issue is ACLR, where many parties see a need for a requirement, though a pragmatic solution is not yet worked out. A discussion of the possible impact from Passive Intermodulation for large RF bandwidths was held and further considerations at next RAN4 are expected.
All other core requirements are completed and the corresponding impact on TS 37.104 is documented in Annex A to TR 37.802 [1] in the form of draft CR text. With the two open issues closed, a CR would be made available for approval at TSG RAN#52. GERAN is informed about the work progress [2] and has endorsed all completed core requirements, including the draft CR text [3].
