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1] ITU-R WP5D
a) Reply Liaison to WP 5D from 3GPP by the “Collective OPs” in response to RP-110473

ITU-R WP5D#10 welcomed the input from 3GPP for the development of Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] as well as the input toward the Revision of Rec. ITU-R M.1224 (Vocabulary for IMT). ITU-R WP5D sent a liaison statement to the GCS Proponents and authorized Transposing Organizations on the completion of Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] (see RP-110473). ITU-R Ad Hoc was requested to develop a draft response and this is available for approval in RP-110625. Following provisions of Art. 51 of the 3GPP Working Procedures the draft response should then be sent for approval to PCG with the indication that it should be appropriately submitted to ITU-R WP5D#11 by the 3GPP OPs (i.e., the GCS Proponents and the authorized Transposing Organisations). The deadline for the submission is 30 June 2011, 16:00 hours UTC.
It is further pointed out for clarity that, beyond this liaison reply (RP-110625) sent collectively by all the OPs, each individual OP should also provide their own individual OP responses related to matter mentioned in Sections III of RP-110625 (see bullet ‘c’ below).

b) Format and Completion of Hyperlink Reference Template Tables by OPs

A brief discussion was held on the ITU-R Ad Hoc reflector on how to fill in the template tables contained in Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] with the hyperlinks to the transposed deliverables. Based on this discussion, it is suggested to provide the following guidance to the 3GPP OPs: while it is desirable to continue to use simplified approaches also for RSPEC (such as spreadsheet already in use for M.1457), it is acknowledged that this is the very first approval of Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC], and therefore it is suggested to also copy the relevant information into the template tables as provided by ITU-R WP5D. 
c) Individual OP required responses to ITU-R as Transposing Organizations

It is suggested that the Chairman of TSG RAN bring to the attention of the 3GPP OPs two items that require the OP’s individual attention:

· Section V of the incoming liaison statement in RP-110473 (“Compliance with ITU policy on Intellectual Property Rights”, to be addressed by October, 5th, 2011), and in particular

· Section VI of the incoming liaison statement in RP-110473 (“Completion of Relevant Business Matters”, to ensure that the necessary business and administrative arrangements are in place before 30 June 2011,  16:00 hours, UTC - cut-off date for submissions to the 11th meeting of WP 5D) in response to relevant ITU initiated communiques.
d) Reply to WP 5D on Recs. M.1580 and M.1581 in response to RP-110474

ITU-R WP5D sent also a liaison statement on the status update on Revision of Recs. ITU-R M.1580 and M.1581 (RP-110474): RAN4 has addressed this liaison statement and ha developed a proposed response.

e) Towards Revision 11 of M.1457

In line with the schedule contained in RP-101051, ITU-R Ad Hoc has developed a proposed Initial Submission toward Revision 11 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457: this is available in RP-110624. With reference to the Update Submission, to be approved by RAN#53 for subsequent submission to ITU-R WP5D#12, it is proposed to develop it directly within ITU-R Ad Hoc without involving RAN WGs: therefore, interested delegates should make sure they are subscribed to the ITU-R Ad Hoc reflector. RAN WGs will be directly involved as usual for the preparation of the Final Submission to be approved by RAN#55.
2] ITU-R WP5A
The three response liaison statements approved by RAN#51, and subsequently by SA and PCG, were submitted to ITU-R WP5A via interested Individual members. ITU-R WP5A has not met in the intervening interval since RAN#51 and will consider these already submitted 3GPP responses in its upcoming meeting  which is 13-22 June 2011.

3] Update guidelines for ITU-R Ad Hoc
As requested by the RAN Chairman, the proposed update guidelines for the activity of ITU-R Ad Hoc have been developed and are available for RAN approval in RP-110626.
