Detailed Progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)

In RAN4#62bis, there was one contribution on NodeB performance with CLTD. The contribution proposed to introduce NodeB performance requirements for CLTD. The issue was discussed in RAN4. Network equipment vendors showed different opinion to this proposal. The agreement was to draft a way forward on the rules that have to be followed to introduce NodeB requirements for CLTD.
In RAN4#63, regarding the request for new BS demodulation requirements, some of the network equipment vendors provided a way forward concluding that new BS performance requirements are not required or needed. This way forward was discussed together with one contribution from UE vendor. No further agreement was reached.
