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1. Introduction
Ad Hoc session on requirements and scenarios for small cell enhancements was held after close of day 1 main session of RAN#57. In the AH session, fundamental open issues on scenarios for small cell enhancements were discussed. TR document was updated according to the discussion results and attached in this contribution. 
2. Summary of the discussion results

Section 4 Introduction
· It was agreed that no description regarding the new BS class is needed in the TR document, however, it can be discussed in the future technical study item phase.

· Possible changes of cell definition was discussed and it was concluded that no description is needed in the TR document, however, it can be discussed in the future technical study item phase.

Section 6.1 Deployment

With and without macro coverage
· Modification of sentences were agreed to show that below two scenarios should be considered:

· Each user can access the macro cell and the small cell simultaneously

· Users cannot access both the macro cell and the small cell simultaneously

· It was agreed that inter-RAT mobility scenarios will not be treated in the small cell enhancements SIs/WIs, but in separate SIs/WIs.

Ideal and non-ideal backhaul

· As a result of the  intensive discussion on relay backhaul, some changes of the sentence were agreed

· It was identified that operator input on the characteristics of the non-ideal backhauls, e.g. the range of throughput, latency and variation of latency, is needed to clarify the scenarios of non-ideal backhaul and their priorities. This should be addressed in the SI on requirements and scenarios for small cell enhancements
Spectrum
· Inclusion of the co-channel scenarios and priority between the co-channel scenarios and the dedicated channel scenarios, i.e. scenario in which different frequency bands are separately assigned to macro layer and small cell layer, are intensively discussed. Some modifications of the sentences were agreed.

· An open issue on specific co-channel scenario was identified and this was captured as an editor’s note
Others
· Below new open issues were captured as editors notes:

· Is CSG/hybrid in the scope of the study? We don’t preclude solutions to CSG/hybrid as well.

· How legacy terminals can work in the scenario?

3. Conclusion

This contribution reported summary of the discussion results of the AH session on requirements and scenarios for small cell enhancements. The updated TR document capturing the discussion results was attached in this contribution.
