Technical status related evaluation

Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
There are two RAN4 meetings after RAN#57. All remaining core requirements for MB-MSR WI were discussed and agreed during RAN4 #64bis and RAN4 #65, which include output power, operating band unwanted emission, ACLR, transmitter spurious emission, transmitter intermodulation for the transmitter requirements and in-band blocking, out-of-band blocking, receiver spurious emission, receiver intermodulation for the receiver requirements . The corresponding CRs to TS 37.104 [2-6] were agreed upon at RAN4 #65 and an LS [8] was sent to GERAN WG1 asking for their endorsement of the GERAN-related parts of these CRs.
Way forward [7] on specification of requirements for single-RAT multi-band capable BS in the single-RAT specification series was also agreed in RAN4 #65. It was also agreed in [7] that for the remaining issue that is related to the conformance testing, it will be treated in the MB-MSR WI performance part; and it is therefore agreed in RAN4 that the MB-MSR WI core part can be closed in RAN meeting #58.
The corresponding TR is also submitted to RAN for approval.
