	The UE is required to discard the Logged Measurement Report results for Logged MDT upon switch off or detach. Similar principle is presumed for apply to Accessibility Measurement Report (an evidence has been already captured in TS 36.331 for LTE). 

However, due to different nature of Connection Establishment Failure (compared to Logged MDT) it was approved to specify LTE UE behaviour for data removal in case of switch-off/detach in less obligatory way, i.e. UE is allowed to discard the data but not required. 

There is no any UE behaviour defined in UMTS specifications for Accessibility Mesurements deletion.
