RAN4#70:
The work item background was updated in [2]. Co-existence with other 3GPP bands in Japan was discussed in [3] and [4]. Regarding UE requirements, UE REFSENS values for LTE and UTRA were approved respectively in [5] and [6]. UTRA UE blocking performance requirements for UTRA Band I + SDL 1452-1496 MHz were agreed in [7]. The specification structure to introduce the L-Band and associated dual band DC-HSDPA and 4C-HSDPA in TS 25.101 was considered in [8] and [9]. Regarding BS requirements, proposals on how to include the ECC regulatory requirements for the specification of L-Band BS unwanted emissions in Region 1 was discussed in [10], [11], [12] and [13]. Channel numbering for LTE and UTRA was discussed in [14], [8] and [9].
