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1. Overall Description:

The 3GPP study on licensed-assisted access to unlicensed spectrum (LAA) has completed its mandate by the target date of June 2015 to “identify and define design targets for coexistence with other unlicensed spectrum deployments, including fairness with respect to Wi-Fi and other LAA services”. All other objectives of the study item [1] have been completed as well.

3GPP RAN has officially concluded the study by approving the technical report [2] including conclusions and recommendations for proceeding to a work item to specify LAA in LTE release 13. Although all aspects of the technical report are important for the specification of LAA, particular attention should be brought to the recommendations relative to applying clear-channel assessment (section 7.2.1.6 [2]), to the general observations on LBT schemes from the coexistence evaluations (sections 8.3.1.4 and 8.3.2.2 [2]), and to the overall conclusions of the study (section 9 [2]).
A work item [3] was approved at 3GPP RAN meeting #68 (June 15-18, 2915) with a mandate to specify support for LAA complying with the recommendations in the technical report. The work item is planned to be completed within LTE release 13 with a target date of December 2015. 3GPP would like to bring to the attention of ETSI BRAN that it is the intent of the specification work to mandate features that are necessary to ensure fair coexistence with other uses of the unlicensed spectrum in the 5 GHz range, including Wi-Fi.
