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1.  Introduction

During RAN4#78, an issue was identified on inconsistency of fallback among 2CA and the higher orders of B41+B42 [1] and it was agreed to correct 3 and 4CAs supported in REL-13. This paper is to explain the background of the issue and how to correct. 
2.  Issues found and the agreed solution
As written in [1], it was found that 3 and 4 CA combinations consisted of B41 and B42 [2, 3] include 5MHz BW in B42 though 2CA of B41+B42 does not. Due to the lack of 5MHz in 2CA, fallback is failed when 3 or 4 CA is configured with 5MHz in Band 42. The situation is summarized in Table 1.

TS36.101 mentions that consistency fallback is mandatory in section 4.3A and 5.6A.1 (Table 5.6A.1-2a/b) as:
“A terminal which supports a DL CA configuration shall support all the lower order fallback DL CA combinations and it shall support at least one bandwidth combination set for each of the constituent lower order DL combinations containing all the bandwidths specified within each specific combination set of the upper order DL combination.”

Thus the current situation violates the rules above. As a result of discussion, it was agreed in RAN4 to delete 5MHz from B42 in aforementioned 3-4 CAs. This implies changes to closed REL-13 WIDs and MCC suggested that:

1) Rapporteurs propose revised WIDs in RAN#71(this meeting) for approval, 
2) To avoid company CRs to RAN plenary, actual CRs are to be submitted to April/May RAN4 for agreement and finally approved in RAN#72(Korea). 

According to the agreement and suggestion, revised WIDs [4, 5] are provided by rapporteur companies for approval.
Also note that relevant 4CA/5CA WIDs for REL-14 are updated in “basket WIDs” to fix the issue. 
3.  Conclusion
This combination is to explain the reason why closed REL-13 WIDs are to be updated. The revised WIDs are requested to be approved.
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
