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1. Overall Description:

RAN5 thanks IP Communications Testing Task Force for their Liaison Statement dated August 11, 2016 (R5‑165870), on Converged IP Communications Testing.
RAN5 develops conformance testing for 3GPP IMS requirements. The GSMA PRDs IR.92, IR.94 and IR.51 are all already in the scope of ongoing RAN5 work. We understand the current request is to similarly include GSMA PRD NG.102 in the scope of RAN5 work. 
According to RAN5 Terms of Reference, any requests to prepare a set of test procedures for which there are not associated defined requirements in 3GPP core specifications need to be approved at the RAN Plenary. In particular, RAN5 notes that requirements for RCS, which RAN5 notes is part of the Converged IP Communications and GSMA PRD NG.102, have not been identified in 3GPP core specifications and thus RAN5 confirms that GSMA PRD NG.102 is not currently within its scope of responsibility.
RAN5 does however believe it is a suitable group to develop conformance testing requirements and associated TTCN scripts for Converged IP Communications detailed in NG.102, having the necessary procedures and also members with the necessary expertise for such activities.
RAN5 suggests that GSMA as a Market Representation Partner of 3GPP, and also acting in parallel with its membership who are also members of 3GPP, take this request to the RAN Plenary. If instructed by RAN Plenary, RAN5 membership will be able to address the request from GSMA IPCTT.
