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1] ITU-R WP5D
The last WP5D meeting was held from February 14th  to February 22th, 2017 in Geneva, Switzerland. 

The next WP5D meeting will be held from June 13th  to June 21st, 2017 in Canada. Deadline for document submission is June 6th, 2017, 16.00 UTC. 

Note that the deadline for submissions will occur during RAN#76; therefore any input to WP5D must be approved at RAN#75 or by correspondence.

A number of Liaison Statements have been received from ITU-R WP5D, but not discussed by ITU-R Ad Hoc (since the documents were received after the deadline for submission to RAN plenary). 
ITU-R WP5D also approved the radio requirements for IMT-2020. 3GPP needs to check the consistency of 3GPP requirements in TR 38.913 with the ones approved by ITU-R.

2] ITU-R WP5A
ITU-R WP5A held a meeting from 7-17 November 2016 in Geneva.

Next WP5A meeting is scheduled for 22 May / 01 June 2017 and the deadline for submission of contributions is 16:00 hours UTC, 15 May 2017.

Following the discussion and decision at RAN#74, ITU-R Ad Hoc prepared the following document:

· RT-170005 Draft LTI on Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS) – answer to ITU-R WP5A 5A/TEMP/131(Rev.1) = RP-161979 Liaison Statement to 3GPP -  Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS). 

After the completion of the work on V2V in September, PCG decided to send an LS to ITU-R WP5A and WP5D indicating the completion of the activity and on-going work on V2X topic (see 3GPP/PCG#37(16)39). 

Following that contribution, WP5A requested in RP-161979 3GPP to provide further information, answer some questions for clarification and review the current document describing technologies for ITS applications.

This document provides an answer to the liaison received in RP-161979. In particular, the body of the LS provides the answer to the questions contained in RP-161979, while the two attachments provide a proposed revision to the text contained in Annex 30 Document 5A/298.
3] ITU-R WP1A
Document PCG37_11 - Draft reply letter to ITU-R WP5D in reply to ITU-R WP1A/TEMP/100 = RP-151138 on Report ITU-R SM.[SMART_GRID] on the Smart Grid project [SP-160507] was submitted to WP1A after the required deadline. However, the chairman of WP1A indicated the intention to consider it during their November meeting.
After RAN#74, 3GPP received an answer from WP1A (RT-170002 / RP-170029 “LS on Preliminary draft revision of report ITU-R SM.2351-1 on Smart Grid utility management systems (ITU-R WP1A/TEMP/45)” asking for more detail following PCG37_11.

There was no work in the ITU-R AH, but a draft answer has been circulated in the group for information. The answer to the LS will be prepared directly at RAN#75.

3GPP received also the “LIAISON STATEMENT TO EXTERNAL ORGANIZATIONS - CHARACTERISTICS FOR USE OF VISIBLE LIGHT FOR BROADBAND COMMUNICATIONS” (RT-170003 / RP-170028) – no action was taken in the Ad-Hoc.
4] ITU-R WP4B
During RAN#74, a Liaison Statement has been received in RP-161971 from ITU-R WP4B (Systems, air interfaces, performance and availability objectives for FSS, BSS and MSS, including IP-based applications and satellite news gathering). 

Next WP4B meeting is scheduled for 01-05 May 2017.

An answer back to WP4B was discussed in the ITU-R Ad Hoc (RT-170001), but it was not possible to reach consensus. The answer will therefore be discussed directly at RAN#75.
