Justification

In LTE networks, it is anticipated that each eNB will have a large number of usable carriers. The carriers may be configured to UEs as PCells or SCells (licensed SCells or unlicensed LAA SCells). This is the motivation to introduce massive carrier aggregation in Rel-13 to enhance CA to up to 32 component carriers (CCs). However, a typical UE may not be able to support these many CCs simultaneously, or cannot access the carriers in a timely manner, 
For further enhanced CA operation, it is meaningful to support fast accessible carrier for SCell for efficiently operating with a large number of carriers in the network, i.e., to provide standard support for efficient multi-carrier scenarios (such as increasing the CA/SCell utilization, fast load balancing/shifting across carriers, fast interference coordination and avoidance across carriers). In addition, assuming all the UEs have the capability of supporting all the carriers available at the eNB is not realistic, for DL reception or UL transmission. Therefore, the case that the number of available carriers at the eNB is much larger than the number of usable carriers by UEs is of importance as well.

Fast accessible SCell may be considered to allow UE to quickly access more carriers in UL and DL when needed to utilize a much larger number of carriers than what the UE monitors/utilizes all the time. One operational impact is that a UE can quickly utilize a SCell whenever needed. Other operational impacts can include load shifting/balancing to improve throughputs and reduce interference, which can be done in fast time scale. For example, with fast accessible carrier for SCell and hence the capability of fast load shifting, the utilization ratio of CA can be improved from the currently rather low level. The ability to switch quickly also facilitates shared spectrum utilization. For example, it has benefits for operation in unlicensed LAA SCells as means to select lightly occupied carriers when interference arises. For another example, fast accessible carrier can enable dynamic co-existence between LTE and New Radio (NR) in the same licensed frequency band. In addition, fast accessible carrier for SCell in UL naturally incorporates and enhances Rel-14 SRS switching between LTE component carriers, leading to improved DL beamforming for TDD component carriers. This approach can potentially be beneficial to UEs without largely increasing their capability requirements. 
It is worth pointing out that in the Rel-14 WI on SRS switching between LTE component carriers, it has been concluded that subframe level carrier switching is generally feasible.

· Cross-carrier HARQ retransmissions, including asynchronous HARQ for UL [RAN1/2] 
· Corresponding higher-layer procedures and signalling [RAN2]
· Corresponding UE and eNB core requirements [RAN4]

· Switching times

· Measurement enhancements
