Justification

Based on EB/FD-MIMO study item conclusions, 3GPP has developed specification support for LTE EB/FD-MIMO in Rel-13 and further enhancements in Rel-14 by enhancing the MIMO codebook, as well as relevant reference signal and CSI reporting mechanism. Advanced CSI has also been introduced in Rel-14 to support high resolution CSI report. Yet, several additional aspects still need to be specified to realize the full potential of EB/FD-MIMO in LTE. 

Advanced CSI specified in Rel-14 has laid a good foundation for high resolution CSI feedback. Based on the framework of advanced CSI in Rel-14, the feedback of amplitude in W1 can be extended from wideband to sub-band and the co-phasing for W2 can be extended to 8PSK, which were shown to have significant performance gain.  Because the enhancement is just direct extension of Rel-14 advanced CSI, there would not be so much standardization effort.  In addition, interference measurement enhancement has been extensively discussed in Rel-14, companies agreed on the potential benefits, but due to lack of time no agreement was reached in Rel-14. More work need to be done to enable enhanced interference measurement in LTE.
Optimization and consolidation of the existing features can effectively improve transmission efficiency of data traffic. One use case is to enable dynamic switching between different transmission modes, i.e. TM3/4 and TM8/9/10. DMRS based TM8/9/10 usually benefits from beamforming gain and MU-MIMO transmission but consumes more RE resources for DMRS. Dynamic TMs switching between TM3/4 and TM8/9/10 will be beneficial for UEs to better adapt to varying channel conditions and MU pairing state, especially for bursty traffic with small packets. The other use case is to reduce RS overhead for high rank transmission. SU-MIMO rank 3/4 transmission usually happens when UE is in high SNR and low velocity. In this case downlink DMRS overhead for rank3/4 can be reduced, e.g., 24 REs/RB to 12 REs/RB, for TM9/10.

· Specify transmission mode (TM) dynamic switching between TM3/4 and TM8/9/10
· Specify downlink DMRS overhead reduction: DMRS OCC4 for SU-MIMO rank3/4 in TM9/10
· Specify higher layer support of enhancements listed above [RAN2]
