Justification

In Release 15, the supported maximum channel bandwidth for NR band n1 is 20 MHz, which would significantly restrict the deployment options for operators who have spectrum larger than 20MHz in this band. It is thus important to add wider channel bandwidth in Release 16 in order to permit the use of higher bandwidth channels and allow operators to make more efficient use of their available spectrum.
[NOTE] Proponent of this WI thinks that no new TR is necessary.  Work can be completed via discussion papers, way forward documents, draft CRs and CR.

The objective of this WI is to add to NR band n1 the support of channel bandwidths of 30 MHz, with subcarrier spacing of 15 kHz, 30 kHz and 60 kHz. Specifically, it includes the following aspects:

· Specify UE RF requirements if necessary, including the consideration of A-MPR to address the potential impact of wider channel bandwidths on RF requirements. 

· Enable optional UE support of the above wider channel bandwidth in Rel-15 in a release independent manner.
