[bookmark: _Toc242573354]In RAN4 #92 meeting, CRs for handling of fallbacks for combined contiguous and non-contiguous CA in FR2 in [1], [2] were agreed, and corresponding LS [3] was agreed and sent out to RAN2, informing RAN2 about RAN4 agreement shown as below.
	1. Overall Description:
RAN4 would like to inform RAN2 about a decision on mandatory fallbacks in FR2:
A terminal which supports CA or DC configurations, which include FR2 intra-band CA combinations with multiple subblocks, where at least one of the subblocks consists of a contiguous CA combination, is not required to support all possible fallback combinations but can directly fall back to a single FR2 carrier. Deactivating carriers within the CA or DC combination is still possible.
RAN4 would like to ask RAN2 to help enabling signalling of CA/DC configurations without mandating all possible fallback combinations. 
2. Actions:
ACTION: 	RAN4 respectfully asks RAN2 to take the above decision into account and take the appropriate actions, if any, to enable not mandating support of all possible fallbacks. 


 
Based on the LSin, RAN2 has been discussing how to reflect the RAN4 agreement into RAN2 specs since #107bis meeting (Oct. 2019). During and after RAN2#107bis, this issue was discussed online and also in a post-meeting email discussion [4]. 5 potential solutions were discussed and captured in [4]. In RAN2#108 meeting, it was further extensively discussed during the online and offline discussions. In [5], one solution proposed by the offline discussion rapporteur well captured and addressed concerns raised by several companies. Then in RAN2 #109-e meeting, multiple companies co-sourced a contribution [6] and proposed a solution, which is a further improvement based on the solution in [5] with necessary simplifications. In the following RAN2 #109bis-e meeting, RAN2 decided to send an LS in [7] to RAN4 to explain the situation in RAN2 and ask questions relevant to technical solution, which do not have any impact on RAN2 CRs. In parallel, RAN2 agreed to work on CR(s) to have technically endorsed CR(s) to RAN plenary. 
Eventually, RAN2 technically endorsed the CR(s) [8] [9] in RAN2 #110-e meeting, which are submitted to RAN#88e in [10]. RAN2 meeting minutes is copied below.
