1. Introduction

This document briefly summarises the situation with the RAN4 b38/n38 spectrum sharing work and requests resolution at the present RAN plenary meeting.

2. Discussion

The only objective of the WI is to specify the possibility for an UL shift of 7.5kHz to be configured by the network (using existing signalling) that operates DSS, and to be applied by the UE for 15kHz SCS uplink transmissions.

In the previous RAN4#95e meeting, and in RAN#88 it was agreed that this change should be made Release independent with Rel-15, due to an understanding that it would not impact any legacy devices.

CRs were submitted to RAN4#96e to add this to the Rel-15 specifications, along the lines with the above. However, on the final day of the 2nd phase of the RAN4 email discussion, one company (original objecting company) objected to approving those original CRs for Release 15. 

An alternative approach was proposed by the moderator towards the end of the RAN4 meeting, and was documented and discussed by further email discussion following the meeting. This approach introduced the change in TS38.307 with a NOTE in the Rel-15 spec pointing to the TS38.307 feature. 

However, all but the original objecting company indicated a preference to agree the original CRs. The original objecting company indicated a preference for the alternative approach.

Therefore, both sets of CRs – original CRs and alternative approach CRs are submitted as company CRs to this plenary in the hope that an agreement can be made. The specific CRs are listed below:

[bookmark: _GoBack]More discussion in RAN4 on this topic is likely to be a waste of valuable time, and increase the risk of legacy devices implementing behaviour that would not be compatible with DSS in n38, which was the whole reason for making a normative change to Rel-15 specs.
