Dear Steven,
As the responsible group which is currently developing the CEPT position on WRC-23 Agenda item 1.2, ECC PT1 received through PT SE21 the liaison statement from 3GPP TSG RAN WG4 on spurious emission limits for AAS BS in 6.425-7.125 GHz and 10-10.5 GHz sought by ITU-R WP5D.
ECC PT1 recognizes the need to submit a timely response from TSG RAN WG4 to ITU-R WP5D that would include spurious emission limits for all requested frequency ranges, including for the frequency bands 6.425-7.125 GHz and 10-10.5 GHz.
ECC PT1 recognises that the existing entries of ERC Recommendation 74-01 do not currently address these specific frequency ranges. In this respect, ECC PT1 notes the intention of 3GPP RAN WG4 to take the limits from entries 2.1.6 and 2.1.7 to cover these frequency ranges. PT SE21 as the responsible group within CEPT on unwanted emissions has considered this matter in light of the information available today. To this end, in line with analysis of PT SE21, ECC PT1 agrees with this approach and believes that these limits could be assumed for the studies addressing the spurious emissions from IMT in preparation for AI 1.2 of WRC-23.
The latest revision of ERC Recommendation 74-01 was published in May 2019. Observing that the recommendation is usually revised every three years, a new revision may be available in 2022, which could potentially address the spurious emission limits for AAS BS in the frequency range 6 to 24.25 GHz.
