	1) Regarding Issue 2.1-1, the proposal 2.1-1 is dismissed since it has been superseded by MCC TF160 R5-211522.
2) The issues discussed in 2.2 do exist but a conclusion that is mature enough to draft a LS to CT-1 during RAN5#90-e as proposed in proposal 2.2-1 has not been reached. The discussion will be continued for the RAN5 meeting if needed.
