 - Editor’s note in section 4.3 (i.e. Editor’s note: This work is expected to be finalized in 2020.) is proposed to be removed, as it is outdated.

The pCR (RP‑210631) on regulatory status in Korea needs to be revised to include comments from other companies e.g. include reference of source document/regulator’s decision, include maximum power spectral density for the lower 6 GHz range, use the final version of the decision including transmitter and receiver spurious emission limit, remove editor’s note in section 4.3 etc. 

Final summary of discussion 

The final recommendation is as follows:
· The RP‑210271 on regulatory updates can be noted.
· The pCR RP‑210856 (revision of RP‑210631) on regulatory status in Korea can be approved.
· The completion level of the SI after the pCR approval is suggested to be 85%.
