Justification

Increasing the transmit power of UE has significant benefits on extending uplink coverage area and improving the experience of cell edge users. In RAN4, Power class 2 high power UE has been specified for EN-DC (FDD 23dBm+TDD 23/26dBm), NR SA TDD, and NR CA band combinations. Power class 1.5 has also been specified for certain NR TDD bands.

With the completion of standardization work for NR FDD PC2 HPUE, the maximum Tx power for NR FDD band(s) has been raised to 26dBm for some example FDD bands. This enables the possibility of maximum Tx power for inter-band CA to reach 29dBm by power configuration of 26dBm+26dBm on both uplink carrier for FDD+TDD and TDD+TDD band combinations.

Therefore, this WI is proposed to solve the generic issues (e.g. SAR compliance solution) for NR inter-band CA with FDD+TDD 26dBm+23/26dBm and TDD+TDD 26dBm+26dBm combination for the example band combination CA_n1A-n78A (FDD+TDD) and CA_n41A-n79A (TDD+TDD). When this WI is completed, other band combinations requested by operators can then be treated in a basket WI manner.

Objective

4.1
Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
The objectives of the core part are as follows:
1) Specify SAR solution for NR inter-band CA combination CA_n1A-n78A and CA_n41A-n79A for following cases, prioritize existing duty cycle reporting solution:
a) FDD 26dBm + TDD 23dBm for power class 2
b) FDD 26dBm + TDD 26dBm for power class 1.5
c) TDD 26dBm + TDD 26dBm for power class 1.5
Note: If the existing RAN2 signalling cannot be reused for the specified SAR solution, RAN4 can send LS to RAN2 to specify the necessary signalling, and RAN2 TU is not needed.

2) Specify the band-combination specific RF requirements for cases in objective 1, including 

a) Maximum output power, configured transmitted power.

b) Self-desensitization, applicable ∆TIB, c and ∆RIB, c and reference sensitivity exceptions including MSD test cases.
c) Other additional impact on the requirements, if identified.
