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1. Introduction
In RAN #95-e, the WID on further enhancement of data collection for SON-MDT in NR standalone and MR-DC [1] was approved. Some notes on clarification of the scope were however included in the WID, and the final status of Rel-17 discussions was not known. In this contribution, we treat changes meant to clarify the scope and capture all Rel-17 leftovers that need to be treated in Rel-18.
We do not propose to modify the already approved TU allocation for this WID in any way.

[bookmark: _Hlk70941315]Change 1
The two objectives of Successful Handover Report (SHR) and Successful PSCell Change report are highly related, but listed in different ways in the WID. We propose to move the SHR to the same list as Successful PCell Change Report for consistency. In particular, related to the SHR, the current WID considers the introduction of inter-RAT SHR in Rel.18. In our view, other potential SHR enhancements may be considered in Rel.18, in light of the discussion in RAN2 in Rel.17. 
[bookmark: _Toc104369569]Clarify in the Rel.18 scope that RAN2 objectives include SHR enhancements (e.g. support for inter-RAT SHR).
Change 2
Related to NR-U, it needs to be clarified the scope of the RAN2 work, as it is currently captured in a note in the WID. The RAN2 should mainly focus on enhancements to the MRO framework (RLF-Report, SHR, etc), RA report enhancements and L2 measurements.
[bookmark: _Hlk104365236][bookmark: _Toc104369570]Clarify that the RAN2 scope for NR-U includes enhancements to the MRO framework, RA-Report, L2 measurements.
In addition, some further work is needed for NR-U in RAN3. During the Rel-17 timeframe, it has been decided to postpone the discussions concerning some more load metrics for NR-U in both UL and DL, and impacts concerning MRO for NR-U in Rel-18.
[bookmark: _Toc104369571]Clarify that the RAN3 scope for NR-U includes enhancements for MLB and MRO.

Change 3
In the WID description, RACH report is given as one objective. This is a commonly used term, but the correct term for the report is RA report. We therefore propose to change the RACH report objective to RA report.
[bookmark: _Toc104369572]Change the ‘RACH report’ objective to ‘RA report’.

Change 4
A discussion on the scope of MDT user consent was carried out in RAN3 but without convergence. The remit of user consent differs between countries and it depends on the rules established by each country´s regulator. The WID should include an objective to continue discussions on user consent and to clarify the remit of it in Rel18

We propose the following:
Proposal 1	Clarify in the Rel.18 scope that RAN2 objectives include SHR enhancements (e.g. support for inter-RAT SHR).
Proposal 2	Clarify that the RAN2 scope for NR-U includes enhancements to the MRO framework, RA-Report, L2 measurements.
Proposal 3	Clarify that the RAN3 scope for NR-U includes enhancements for MLB and MRO.
Proposal 4	Change the ‘RACH report’ objective to ‘RA report’.
Proposal 5	Include an objective to clarify the scope of the MDT user consent in Rel18.
Proposal 6	Accept the changes to the WID proposed in the TP given in the Annex of the contribution.
