The following initial proposal has been circulated.

“RAN Plenary asks RAN2 to finalize the Rel-17 UL Tx switching capability signaling. The prior agreements on pre-requisite relationships between Rel-16 and Rel-17 support of the various subcases (e.g. Option 1 only, Option2 only, both Option 1 and Option 2) would remain and the signaling solution chosen by RAN2 would incorporate them. Possible new agreements, if any, on the relationship (i.e. pre-requisite or independence) between Rel-16 and Rel-17 support of Option 2 would also be adopted in the framework of the signaling chosen by RAN2.”

There were a few comments in response (Huawei, Nokia, ZTE, vivo). 

Huawei has provided an alternate text proposal as follows:

“RAN tasks RAN2 to complete the relevant signaling for Rel-17 UL switching, if additional specification change is needed. All relevant existing RAN WG agreements shall not be reverted.”
