RAN WG1 decided at WG1#7 meeting in Hanover that the mixture of primary scrambling code and secondary
scrambling code for one CCTrCH isalowable. Thisdecision isincluded in TS25.214 Section 5.2.2.

The reason of this decision is that the mixture of primary scrambling code and secondary scrambling code is not
s0 big issue for UE complexity while the allowing the mixture for one CCTrCH leads to the more flexibility in
the code assignment.

Recently, it was found that this decision has some inconsistency with RAN WG2.

So RAN WG1 would like RAN WG2 to consider whether the mixture should be alowable or not from WG2
point of view taking the reason of decision in WGL1 into account.

RAN WGL1 will follow the decision of RAN WG2 for thisitem since thisitem is mainly RRM related matter.
