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Introduction
The Rel-17 study item on Reduced Capability NR devices was approved in [1] and updated in [2]. The new WI has been agreed in RAN#91 [3], also supporting 1Rx option across FR1:
	WI [3]:
· Reduced minimum number of Rx branches:
· For frequency bands where a legacy NR UE is required to be equipped with a minimum of 2 Rx antenna ports, the minimum number of Rx branches supported by specification for a RedCap UE is 1. The specification also supports 2 Rx branches for a RedCap UE in these bands.
· [bookmark: _Hlk58502022][bookmark: _Hlk58574559]For frequency bands where a legacy NR UE (other than 2-Rx vehicular UE) is required to be equipped with a minimum of 4 Rx antenna ports, the minimum number of Rx branches supported by specification for a RedCap UE is 1. The specification also supports 2 Rx branches for a RedCap UE in these bands.
· A means shall be specified by which the gNB can know the number of Rx branches of the UE.


In the past RAN1 meeting the following agreement was reached:
	Agreements:
· For reduced minimum number of Rx branches in FR1 and FR2 frequency bands where a legacy NR UE is required to be equipped with a minimum of 2 Rx antenna ports:
· FFS: need for solutions to reduced PDCCH blocking
· FFS: need for reporting of UE antenna related information to gNB (e.g., # of panels, polarization, etc.)
· Information related to the reduction of the number of antenna branches is assumed to be known at the gNB (either implicitly or explicitly, to be FFS)



UE Capability Reporting
Irrespective of early detection, the RedCap UE shall report its antennae configurations, such as number of Rx branches and antenna panel configurations, to the gNB as part of UE capability reporting.
