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Overall description
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for the reply LS on “TCI State Update for L1/L2-Centric Inter-Cell Mobility”. In the reply LS, the following questions are raised:


· [Q1] It is RAN4 common understanding that for the intra-band CA scenario the primary serving cell and secondary serving cell(s) belong to the same frequency band, rather than the serving and non-serving cells belong to the same frequency band as described in the question. Likewise intra-band CA explanation, for inter-band CA case a serving cell and secondary serving cell(s) belong to different frequency bands rather than the serving and non-serving cells. Can RAN1 please further clarify the intra-band/inter-band scenarios based on above RAN4 common understanding?
· [Q2] RAN4 would like RAN1 to clarify whether “the operation” in question 5 refers to only L1/L2-centric inter-cell mobility or both inter-cell mobility and inter-cell mTRP operations. Does RAN4 need to consider inter-cell mTRP operation into the “CA scenario” of Question 5?
· [Q3] RAN4 also would like RAN1 and RAN2 to further clarify on the definition of non-serving cell especially whether UE shall support data/control channel reception and transmission from non-serving cell including simultaneous reception and transmission capabilities under CA scenarios. 


RAN1 has discussed these questions and came to the following answer and conclusion:

Regarding Q1, it has been clarified in RAN#92-e, that inter-cell beam management shall consider intra-frequency cases [updated FeMIMO WID in RP-211586].

[bookmark: _GoBack]Regarding Q2, the focus of question 5 is what was previously understood as L1/L2-centric inter-cell mobility. In RAN#92-e, the scope of Rel-17 has been clarified to be “inter-cell beam management,” where, “a UE can transmit to or receive from only a single cell (i.e. serving cell does not change when beam selection is done)” [updated FeMIMO WID in RP-211586].

Regarding Q3, in the context of this LS, a "non-serving cell" is a neighboring cell with a PCI different from the current serving cell for which a link can be established for UE-specific channel reception and transmission. For inter-cell beam management (based on the Rel-17 unified TCI-framework), a UE can communicate with either a serving cell or a neighboring at a time. For inter-cell mTRP operation (based on the Rel-15/Rel-16 TCI framework) a UE can simultaneously communicate with more than one cell.
