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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 thank RAN2’s LS in R2-2106625 (R1-2106406) and would like to provide our response to the following questions asked by RAN2.
	Question 1: In NR V2X, whether “unused retransmission opportunities in case of HARQ feedback is enabled” shall be counted towards “consecutive unused transmission opportunities” to trigger resource reselection?



RAN1 response: No. Considering up to 32 transmission times per TB is supported in NR SL, if all of the unused retransmission opportunities is counted toward the counter, that may cause unnecessary resource reselection in case ACK is received and the following retransmission opportunities are not used. Hence it is RAN1’s understanding that only unused transmission opportunities for initial transmissions should be counted towards “consecutive unused transmission opportunities” to trigger resource reselection.

	Question 2: In NR V2X, according to RAN1 agreement, is it the correct understanding that only the resources already indicated in SCI shall be counted towards “consecutive unused transmission opportunities” to trigger resource reselection?



RAN1 response: No, same reason as the response for Question 1.
