[bookmark: _GoBack]Answer: In RAN1’s view, parameters defined in RAN2’s QoS parameters include ‘velocityRequest’ for absolute & relative positioning and ‘velocityRequest’ for ranging as in LS R2-2302255. In the RAN1 112bis meeting, RAN1 confirm that RAN2’s understanding of those SL positioning QoS parameters is correct. And further clarify that for relative positioning and ranging, the ‘velocityRequest’ is considering only the relative velocity. In our view, the relative velocity is feasible to specify in Rel-18.
