In our view, the terminology LTE sensing window is misleading. Moreover, it is not used anywhere else in this specification. We propose to simplify the wording to:

There are two aspects to consider regarding :
1. Whether it shall be updated in 3 dB steps.
2. The “if set” part.
Regarding the first aspect, we believe that it is necessary that the value is adapted. If not, the UE could find itself in a situation in which it cannot find resources, regardless of the value of . This happens, for example, in highly congested scenarios. Although avoiding that the UE transmits in such case is a possibility, the specification does not include the corresponding mechanisms to deal with this situation. Our view is that the long-standing convention of allowing the UE to find some resources is the most reasonable approach in this case.
Regarding the second aspect, we note that the parameter  is used in several other steps in the clause, without the “if set” statement. Our understanding is that the parameter is necessary. Not providing it would be a bad configuration, which 3GPP typically does not address.
To address these comments, we propose to adopt the following wording:
