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Introduction
[bookmark: _Ref494215420]During RAN1#109-RAN1#114-bis meetings, the side control information and NCR behavior have been concluded. In this contribution, we provide some discussion on some other remaining issues on beam application for B-link.
Discussion
Beam application for backhaul link
In the previous meeting [1], we discussed how to the determine beam of B-link when an active BWP switching occurred, and related proposal is listed as follow:
	Proposal 7-2:
For BH-link beam indication via dedicated MAC-CE, when an active BWP of the C-link is switched, until reception of a new dedicated MAC-CE for the new active BWP, down-select from the following options for the beam of the BH-link:
· Option 1: Same as the old BH-link beam (i.e., based on the TCI state index or SRI indicated by the previous MAC-CE and from the old active BWP);
· Option 2: Same index as the old BH-link beam but from the new active BWP (i.e., based on the TCI state index or SRI indicated by the previous MAC-CE but from the new active BWP);
· Option 3: The default BH-link beam corresponding to the new active BWP.


Refer to current specification, if a UE detect a UL or DL BWP change for a cell, the UE is not required to receive or transmit in a time duration according to clause 12 in TS 38.213. The behaviour of NCR-MT should be the same as legacy UE when the active BWP of the C-link is switched. However, for NCR-Fwd, there may be UE data that needs to be forwarded in B-link during BWP switching on C-link. In this case, current applied B-link beam should be kept until the reception of a new dedicated MAC-CE for the new active BWP.
Proposal 1: For NCR-Fwd, when an active BWP of the C-link is switched, current applied B-link beam should be kept until the reception of a new dedicated MAC-CE for the new active BWP.
Conclusion
In this contribution, we made the following proposals:
Proposal 1: For NCR-Fwd, when an active BWP of the C-link is switched, current applied B-link beam should be kept until the reception of a new dedicated MAC-CE for the new active BWP.
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
