1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2’s LS R2-2311565(R1-2310789) on questions about RSCP/RSCPD.  
With regards to the RAN2’s questions, RAN1’s reply are as follows.

Question 1: Can the associated resource ID and resource Set ID in the report of RSCPD be different from the associated resource ID and resource Set ID in RSTD when UE report these measurements? The same question applies to RSCP and UE Rx-Tx time difference report. 

[RAN1’s reply] No, the associated resource ID in the report of RSCPD/RSCP should be the same as (one of) the resource ID in RSTD/RTT. Specifically, for RSCPD measurement report, the pair of the DL PRS resources used to obtain a DL RSCPD measurement are either the same as the pair of DL PRS resources used to obtain the associated DL RSTD measurement, or one of the pairs of DL PRS resources used to obtain the associated DL RSTD measurement. For RSCP, the DL PRS resource used to obtain a DL RSCP measurement is either the same DL PRS resource used to obtain the associated UE Rx-Tx time difference measurement, or one of the DL PRS resources used to obtain the associated UE Rx-Tx time difference measurement. 

Question 2: If answer of Q1 is yes, is the LOS/NLOS indication associated with the resource of RSCPD also required?

[RAN1’s reply] The answer of Q1 is no, Rel-17 LOS/NLOS indication (when indicated) applies for the carrier phase measurement(s) in the same report.

Question3: For DL-TDOA, UE may provide up to 3 additional RSTD measurements per pair of TRPs. For CPP, is there any additional RSCP measurement per TRP or additional RSCPD measurement per pair of TRPs?

[RAN1’s reply] UE can provide additional RSCP/RSCPD measurements together with the additional UE Rx-Tx / RSTD measurements per TRP / pair of TRPs. The number of the additional RSCP/RSCPD measurements can be equal to or less than the number of the additional UE Rx-Tx / RSTD measurements.
Question4: On the indicated DL PRS resource set(s) occurring within indicated time window(s), is each indicated DL-PRS resourceSet associated with one indicated time window or multiple time windows?

[RAN1’s reply] From RAN1 perspective, the configuration of each indicated time window is mutually independent, wherein one or two PRS resource sets from a PFL can be indicated for each time window. A DL PRS resource set can be indicated within one indicated time window or multiple time windows.
