Please see our comments below:
1. Regarding the CP type, in normal cell, it’s specified in TS38.331 that “the network ensures the same cyclic prefix length is used in active DL BWP and active UL BWP within a serving cell”, so we think there is no ambiguity with or without “DL”.
[Aris]: The issue is that “BWP” on its own is undefined. There is DL BWP or UL BWP. Whether or not they have same CP is not relevant. 
2. For the following paragraph, there is an “or’ between periodic configuration and semi-persistent configuration, so current version may be misinterpreted as “a first time resource provided by NCR-PeriodicFwdResourceSet ... is indicated by ... MAC CE” which is not correct.
-	a first time resource is provided by NCR-PeriodicFwdResourceSet, or provided by NCR-SemiPersistentFwdResourceSet and indicated by the NCR Access Link Beam Indication MAC CE command, and is associated with a first beam index, and 
-	a second time resource is indicated by DCI format 2_8 and is associated with a second beam index provided by the DCI format 2_8, and
-	the first time resource overlaps with the second time resource in a set of symbols,
[Aris]: OK. I will modify as above to clearly separate the statements (but there should not be misinterpretation, especially given the RRC/MAC specifications from RAN2).
3. The WI code of NCR should be NR_netcon_repeater-Core.
[Aris]: Thank you, corrected.
