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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to ask RAN4's understanding on UE behaviour of minimum power limit with HS-DPCCH in order to properly describe RAN1 specification. RAN1 recognized at least three possible understanding for the requirement on minimum power limit with HS-DPCCH.

Option 1) UE is not required to be capable of reducing total transmit power below the minimum level only at HS-DPCCH is DTXed. When HS-DPCCH is transmitted, UE never reaches to minimum power.
Option 2) UE is required to be capable of further reducing total transmit power below the minimum level required in R99 at the lower part of total UE transmit power during a DPCH slot period. This understanding means the higher part of total UE transmit power shall be at or below the requirement of R99.

Option 3) UE is not required to be capable of reducing total transmit power below the minimum level required in R99 at the lower part of total UE transmit power during a DPCH slot period. This understanding means the lower part of total UE transmit power shall be at or below the requirement of R99.
