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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS CELL_PCH/URA_PCH operation in Enhanced CELL_FACH (R1-072003/R2-071596). In the LS, RAN2 asked RAN1 feedback on the feasibility of the HS-SCCH-less scheme to send PAGING TYPE 1 messages described in the attachment, and if the complexity that would be required in the UE for its implementation would be acceptable. 
RAN1 agrees that it is feasible to operate in an HS-SCCH-less scheme in order to send PAGING TYPE 1 messages. The complexity of such proposal is tied to the number of H-RNTI and the number of transport block sizes the UE is required to blindly receive. If agreed by RAN2, in order to keep the complexity of this proposal low, RAN1 recommend that the UE should be configured with no more than two H-RNTIs and two transport block sizes for each H-RNTI.
RAN1 has not discussed the proposed scheme in detail, and can thus not make a recommendation on the benefits.
2. Actions:

RAN1 would kindly ask RAN2 to take the above considerations into account when further progressing the work on enhanced CELL_FACH state in FDD.
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
