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Summary
This contribution is a summary of the discussion on channel coding for LTE that took place on the RAN1 e-mail reflector between RAN1 #51 in Jeju and RAN1 #51bis in Seville. The discussions were a continuation of the discussions held prior to RAN1#51bis
A main remaining issue on channel coding is Limited buffer RM (1st stage RM). After the Jeju meeting, RAN1 has extensively discussed the necessity of LBRM. However, we could not reach the conclusion before RAN plenary due to the time restriction. The main points on the discussion are

· More Concrete gain for saving buffer size

· Exact Performance loss due to LBRM

Two contribution (R1-080057 and 0058) are discussed the impact on performance by computer simulation.
