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1. Introduction 

The present contribution discusses the special UL time slot UpPTS (present in TDD only) and its usage. It has been agreed ‎[1] that the UpPTS can be used to carry data, short random access preambles and/or reference signals for sounding and demodulation.

2. Conclusion

The following is proposed: 

· Not to transmit any control signaling, neither on PUCCH (already agreed), nor on PUSCH, in the UpPTS 

· Usage of UpPTS

· Small UpPTS lengths (in the order of 1-2 OFDM symbols)

· Used for short random access and/or sounding reference signals only

· Long UpPTS lengths (>>2 OFDM symbols)

· Treated as an ordinary uplink subframe carrying data on PUSCH

· Used for short random access and/or sounding reference signals

· Sounding reference signals transmitted only in last symbol of UpPTS

· Note: the exact UpPTS lengths supported have not yet been agreed. Depending on the final decision not all alternatives (long, short) above may apply.

· The usage of short random access and sounding reference symbols can each be independently switched on/off.

· For scenarios where short random access and/or sounding are not used, an implementation may treat the UpPTS as a guard period.
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
